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English probate inventory
as a trust document:
The case study of the Rose family

The purpose of this paper is to analyze probate inventory as character of trust docu-
ment using historical materials from the prerogative court of Canterbury.

The will of Philip Rose shows the use of the trust system, and it can be seen that
after the death of the person it was also intended to ensure inheritance and continuity
of the family business.

In addition, the role of wills is not connected solely with mere inheritance; it was
found that it was also serves inheritance family motto. In addition, a comparison of the
debtor lists in the probate inventories of Philip Rose and Elizabeth Rose, his spouse,
reveals that Elizabeth’s list is considerably longer, and it is likely that she had en-
gaged in money lending on her own account.

In light of these results, pertaining to the Rose family in the late 18th century, it
can be seen that the division of the real estate was performed in a relatively fair man-
ner based on wills. Elizabeth ran the money lending business, and it can be seen that
she had considerable economic power. Business was not inherited by men only and

the distribution of household goods was made on an equal basis.
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
